Eligibility: Entry is open to any boy or girl who is a resident of Fargo, Moorhead, West Fargo, Dilworth as well as those who are members of the Oxbow Country Club, Hickson, ND.  Entrant must be 11 years of age on or prior to the first scheduled tournament and may compete through summer of senior year in high school. 

Tournament Format:  9 hole stroke play tournaments for 11-12 Age Division and 18 hole stroke play tournaments for 13-14, 15+ divisions for both boys and girls.  USGA rules shall govern play, and any local rules announced or distributed prior to play shall be applicable. Caddies and motorized carts will not be allowed.

Tee Time Assignments:  Tee times (in most cases are predetermined as a shotgun start).  Pairings will be posted as a reminder one day prior to the event on the www.fmjrgolftour.com website.  Players are to report and check in at least one half hour prior to start time.

Rain Policy: In the event the Tournament Director(s) determine that at least nine (9) holes in all or some age divisions in the tournament cannot be completed because of inclement weather, or slow play, the Tournament Director(s) may declare the tournament canceled in some or all age divisions.  No rain-dates are available.  If an event is cancelled due to weather, the junior MUST check the schedule for another event that is not filled, and may enter that event at no additional charge.  Refunds will not be given if an 18 hole event completes 9 holes of play.  

Code of Conduct:  Appropriate golf attire must be worn – All shirts must have sleeves and no denim is allowed.  Hats must be worn with bill forward.  Inappropriate behavior by any junior, witnessed by our staff/volunteers, fellow competitor, or employee of the host facility will result in disqualification from the current event and the next event without refund.  Cell phones, pagers, ipods, range finders and any type of electronic entertainment devices are not allowed. The FMJGT has the right to refuse service.
